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This week I would like us to look at the subject of light vs. darkness. This is a common theme in The Word of God. It is mentioned in the first few verses of Genesis, and can be followed through The Bible all the way to the last chapter of Revelation. Let’s look into the Word to find out what The Lord has to say about this subject.

In the age of moral relativism in which we live, many people do not like this notion of good and evil, light and darkness, righteousness and unrighteousness. They would rather live in a third kingdom that is gray or dim, where there really is no right or wrong. Where there are no absolutes, and so what you think or feel personally is all that really matters. As long as you’re sincere, right? Unfortunately, this third kingdom does not exist. Oh, it may exist in one’s head, but it’s not real. Let me explain. 

In the beginning, God created the heaven and the earth. God said “Let there be light”, and there was light. Then God caused there to be a great division. He separated the light from the darkness, then named them day and night (Gen 1:1-5). While these verses do record the facts of the physical creation, they also have a great spiritual significance. Notice God did not divide into three, or four, or ten, or twenty parts. There were and are only two parts. Light and darkness. It is one or the other; not both, and not something else besides.

Before a person comes to the Light (who is Jesus Christ), they are in darkness (Jn 1:1-17). You are either in the kingdom of darkness, or you’re in the kingdom of light (Acts 26:18, Col 1:13, 1Pt 2:9). You are not in the kingdom of gray, it is not an option. I know, I know, what about good, nice people that just don’t accept Jesus? Are you telling me they’re in the kingdom of darkness? Yes. That is, if you believe God’s Word. You can choose to reject God’s Word and believe whatever you want, but may I say that would not be wise.

The Bible goes even further and says that not only are you in darkness when you do not have the Light of Life, you actually are darkness. It is your nature, it is what you are. On the positive side, when you receive the Light of Life (Jesus), you are not only in the kingdom of light, you are light. It is your nature, it is what you are (2Cor 6:14, Eph 5:8). 

When you receive The Light, you are then born of God, and you become a new creature (Jn 1:13, 2Cor 5:17). You don’t want to live in darkness, because that is no longer your nature. You are instead a child of light (Jn 12:36, 1Th 5:5). This doesn’t mean you won’t have to deal with your flesh and renew your mind (1Cor 9:27, Rom 12:1-2), but it does mean you now have the victory through Jesus Christ (Rom 8:37, 2Cor 2:14). 

Also know that darkness does not like light (Jn 3:19-21). People will come against you because they don’t like your light making manifest their dark deeds (Eph 5:11-13). Roaches love the darkness; but when you turn on the light, they scatter. When you shine the light of Jesus, people will be convicted; and they will either fall to their knees and call on God, or they will want to get away from you (or if you’re in a communist or muslim country, they’ll just throw you in jail or kill you). You will be persecuted as a child of light, but be of good cheer, for your reward is great in Heaven (2Tim 3:16, Mt 5:10-12). 

Mat 5:14-16 says “Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid. Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven. The Bible says we’re the only light in this dark world. Let’s let our light shine before men, that God may receive the glory. Until next time, rejoice in the Lord (Phip 4:4)!
