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Wasted potential, that is. In Webster’s 1828 Dictionary, potential is defined as “Existing in possibility, not in act”. There are millions in cemeteries around the world who at one time had great possibilities existing in them, but they never acted. They never had a vision. Proverbs 29:18 tells us where there is no vision, the people perish. 

One of the saddest things in the world is to have sight, but no vision. I see so many people today who wander aimlessly, going here, going there, from this job to that job, just existing. There only vision is to pay the rent, and trying to enjoy a little bit of life if they can. I know, because I used to live the same way. 

Until I received Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior, and started digging into the Word of God and praying for the Holy Spirit to lead me, I was totally wasting my life. I had no vision, no goals, no purpose. Did God still love me? Absolutely. Did He have a plan for my life way back then? He sure did. God says in Jer. 29:11 that He thinks thoughts of peace towards us, and not of evil, to give us an expected end. The problem wasn’t God speaking, it was me listening.

Do you know God has a plan for your life? Do you know that even if you’ve blown it trying to do your own thing, His plan hasn’t changed for you? (Rom. 11:29, Mal. 3:6a, Jer. 1:5). If you give your life to Christ and submit yourself to His will, the vision and calling God has for your life will start to come into focus. It’s always been there, but you won’t see it if you don’t look for it.

Psalm 37:4 says that God gives us the desires of our heart when we delight in Him. The Hebrew word for delight used here is anag, which means to be soft or pliable. So in other words, if we will be sensitive to God and yield to Him, He will put in our hearts His desire for our lives.

Joseph is a great example of a man with a vision. Although he went through many hard times, he never lost sight of the vision God gave him. Many times we think that if something is hard we must not be in God’s will. That’s just not true. Look at the Apostle Paul’s life. Often times when things are hard you’re right in the middle of God’s will. If you never bump into the devil, you’re probably going the same direction he is. 

Have you given yourself to God 100%, or just the percentage you want him to have? Have you ever prayed and asked God what He wanted to do in your life? He will tell you (Mt. 7:7-8). True success is not being popular, being rich, and all that jazz. It’s knowing what God’s purpose is for your life, and committing yourself wholeheartedly to it.

You are full of God-given potential! The Father has a plan, a vision, for your life! Don’t take it to the graveyard with you! The Bible says our life is a vapor, a mist, here one second then gone the next. So don’t waste it! Why not find out God’s purpose for you and go for it? Life is not a dress rehearsal. There are no do-overs. Man, get saved and get onboard with God! You don’t know what fun is ‘till you start living in God’s kingdom. There is no high like The Most High! Don’t let fear stop you. It’s better to shoot for the stars and hit the moon, than to shoot at nothing and hit it every time! 

If you don’t know God’s purpose for your life, I pray you’ll start seeking Him today. May the grace, peace, and love of God be with you always through Jesus Christ our Lord.
