THE MOST POWERFUL NAME IN THE UNIVERSE PT. 2

Last week we talked about the power and authority in the Name of Jesus in our society. We went to The Book of Acts, chapters 3,4 & 5, and showed how the unbelievers of that day recognized the power in the Name of Jesus, even though they were against it. We also saw how the same thing is going on today. Here we are, 2,000 years later, and some unbelievers are still trying to get rid of the Name of Jesus, and by doing so, actually confirm that there’s power in His Name. We summed up with just a few of the many things the wonderful Name of Jesus can do.

This week I would like to talk about the reason the Name of Jesus is so powerful. Let’s dig in to the Word of God to find out. In Ephesians 1:20-21 it says “Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.” The Name of Jesus is far above every name in the universe. There is no greater name than His. In vs. 20 it says He sits in the highest seat in the universe. Jesus is King of the universe, with the greatest name, the highest seat, and the most awesome power.

In Hebrews 1:4, it says that Jesus has inherited the most excellent name. Notice that it is by inheritance. You see, Jesus is God manifest in the flesh (1Tim 3:16). He is God the Son, and because He is the Son, He rightfully inherited the most excellent Name. That Name did God the Father reserve in Heaven for Him. Oh brothers and sisters, we must understand the absolute glory and majesty and power in His Name! It is a wonderful Name! It is an awesome Name! Let’s not just tack “In Jesus Name” on the end of our prayers as some religious duty! Praise God, we need to understand what speaking in Jesus Name means! That Name outshines the sun (Acts 26:13, Rev 1:16)! That Name created the universe (Jn 1:1-3)! We need to know that when we pray in faith (Jam. 1:6-8, Mk. 11:23), and pray according to God’s will (Jam. 4:3, 1Jn. 5:14-15), and pray in the Name of Jesus (Jn 15:16, 16:23-24), that we are going to get answers! Praise God for the Name of Jesus!
In Philippians 2:9-11 it says “Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.” That Name has dominion over every inch of Heaven, earth, & hell. If you are reading this and you have not made Jesus your Lord and Savior, I beg of you to bow your knee to Him and confess Him as Lord right now. God loves you so much and has done everything possible for you to be with Him in eternity, but you must receive by faith. But if you choose to reject Christ and go your own way, understand this: one day you will bow down to Him, and you will confess Him as Lord, right before you are cast into the lake of fire for eternity (Rev. 20:10-15). Do not doubt or laugh off what I’m saying, it will happen. You may not like it, but it’s the truth. Jonathan Edwards once wrote: “Unconverted men walk over the pit of hell on a rotten covering, and there are innumerable places in this covering so weak that they will not bear their weight, and these places are not seen.” You’re not guaranteed your next breath, so I would get right with Jesus right now.

According to the New Testament, we should do everything we do in the Name of Jesus (Col. 3:17). We should preach in His name. Mk. 16:17-18 says believers shall in the Name of Jesus: cast out demons, speak in new tongues, receive supernatural protection, and lay hands on the sick and see them recover. Peter said in Acts 3:6 such as I have, give I thee. In the Name of Jesus, rise up and walk. What did Peter have? The Name of Jesus! Jesus has given us permission to use His Name (Jn. 14:13-14)! Praise the Lord, we need to take advantage of that! What a great privilege! I pray you’ll use it. Until next time, rejoice in the Lord (Phip 4:4)!
