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For several weeks, we studied the six foundational doctrines of Hebrews chapter six. We learned that it was very important to have these foundational truths established, so that we may go on unto perfection. These foundational doctrines are found on a single foundation, Jesus Christ (1Cor 3:11); and The Bible tells us that Jesus is The Word made flesh (Jn 1:1, 14). 

Do you want to know why people criticize and attack God’s Word so much? Because it is The foundation, who is Jesus Christ. To attack The Bible, is to attack Jesus; and in case you’ve been asleep, there is currently in the U.S. a shameless assault on Jesus, The Bible, and Christianity in general. It is now perfectly acceptable in society to curse Jesus and His followers; to make fun of them; to mock The Bible; and to even call Bible believing Christians terrorist, just to name a few things (Isa 5:20). I can’t say that I’m real upset about it. Persecution always does a purifying work in the church. It gets the lukewarm hypocrites out; and it makes true believers stronger. But that’s another subject for another day. 
Psalm 11:3 says “If the foundations be destroyed, what can the righteous do?” We as the church must not let the foundations be destroyed. We must hold fast to The Word of Truth. More and more Christians are compromising on The Word of God, and it is time to stop! Let God be true, and every man a liar (Rom 3:4)! More and more deception is in the world, and the masses are galloping down the broad path, whose ends are eternal torment in the Lake of Fire (Mt 7:13-14, Rev 20:10-15). That Wendy’s commercial where everyone is running and falling off into that huge pit is supposed to be funny; but there is too much truth in that to laugh.

How do we keep the foundations from being destroyed? Know The Word! Come to Jesus; hear The Word; obey The Word (Lk 6:47-48). There is a lack of strength in Christians, because there is a lack of The Word in their life. Every Christian must be a student (disciple) of The Word of God. If you do not know The Truth, you cannot spot a lie; and you will be easily deceived. 

How do we know that The Bible is God’s Word? I could give lots of reasons concerning (true) science, history, archeology, the changed life, etc. But you really only need one reason: fulfilled prophecy. No other religious book can touch The Bible in this area. It is loaded with prophecies that were fulfilled to the letter; over 300 were fulfilled in the first coming of Jesus alone. Yet they were written hundreds, and even thousands of years before they happened. “Coincidence”, some say. Well, of course they would. They’re not interested in The Truth. They would rather exalt their ignorant opinions above God’s eternal Word. But as the apostle Paul said, “If any man be ignorant, let him be ignorant (1Cor 14:38)”.

The Word of God is superior to: food (Job 23:12), time (Ps 119:89, Mk 13:31), prophecy (Jer 23:28-29), and even God’s Name (Ps 138:2). No Word, no performance (Jer 1:12). No Word, no accomplishment (Isa 55:11). No Word, no confirmation (Mk 16:19-20). No Word, no confirmation of new birth (1Pt 1:23). No Word, no assurance of eternal life (1Jn 5:13). No Word, no power to save (Rom 1:16). No Word, no growth (1Pt 2:2). No Word, no faith (Rom 10:17). No word, no sanctification (Jn 17:17). No Word, no discipleship; no knowledge; no freedom (Jn 8:31-32). No Word, no doctrine; no correction; no reproof; no correction in righteousness; no completeness; no equipping for every good work (2Tim 3:16-17). No Word, no partaking of the Divine nature (2Pt 1:4). I could go on, but I believe that is sufficient to make my point. Don’t let the foundations be destroyed! Be a student of God’s Word! Speak The Truth in love! Don’t compromise God’s Word! Until next time, rejoice in The Lord (Phip 4:4)!
